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CHECKLIST

The following is a checklist to help you prepare for this exciting event. We kindly recommend that this
checklistis followed to ensure a smooth and productive field trip.

Before the field trip:
O Ifitisyour policy to send home a field trip form letter for in-school field trips, you are welcome to use the
one included in this package. It has been provided for your convenience!
O 3 volunteers are required and they should arrive at least 15 minutes prior to the beginning of the field trip.
O Please photocopy the Student Booklet.

Day of the field trip:
O Please organize your classroom in the following way:
o 4 different stations will be set up in the classroom
o A sharing circle requiring a large space will open and closethe
presentation. (Clearing the centre of the room and arranging the
desks in 4 stations around the perimeter of the room is one
suggestion.)
o Desks arranged so that each student has a seat when at each station
O Divide your class into 4 groups. They do not need to be in these groups at the beginning of the field trip but
will break into their groups shortly afterwards. If you have already decided how the students will be divided
up, it will ensure a smooth transition.
[0 Please provide each student with a name tag and pencil.
[0 The Teacher’s Pet representative will arrive approximately 20-30 minutes prior to the scheduled field trip to
set up stations and talk to parent volunteers.

During the field trip:

[0 Students will rotate through stations.

[0 The Teacher’s Pet representative does not replace the classroom teacher. It is beneficial for the classroom
teacher to roam freely to provide positive reinforcement and troubleshoot. This is a great opportunity to
monitor and assess your students’ learning!

O Since students are quite involved during the field trip, it is necessary for them to stay in for recess.

4.2 The Stories, Histories and Peoples of Alberta

The following specific outcomes are explored to varying degrees during the “Aboriginal: The
Stories, Histories and Peoples of Alberta” In-School Field Trip.

Values and Attitudes

Students will:
4.2.1 appreciate how an understanding of Alberta’s history, peoples and stories contributes to their own sense
of belonging and identity:

*® recognize oral traditions, narratives and stories as valid sources of knowledge about the land, culture and history
* recognize the presence and influence of diverse Aboriginal peoples as inherent to Alberta’s culture and identity
* recognize British institutions and peoples as integral parts of Alberta’s heritage

* recognize how the diversity of immigrants from Europe and other continents has enriched Alberta’s rural and urban
communities

* demonstrate respect for places and objects of historical significance

Knowledge and Understanding
Students will:
4.2.2 assess, critically, how the cultural and linguistic heritage and diversity of Alberta has evolved over time by

exploring and reflecting upon the following questions and issues:

* What do the stories of Aboriginal peoples tell us about their beliefs regarding the relationship between people
and the land? (TCC)

* What movement or migration within Canada contributed to the populating of Alberta?
* In what ways did Francophones establish their roots in urban and rural Alberta?

* How did the Métis Nation and Métis settlements contribute to Alberta’s identity?
