The following is a checklist to help you prepare for this exciting event. We kindly recommend that this checklist is
followed to ensure a smooth and productive fieldtrip.

Before the field trip:

O Ifitis your policy to send home a field trip form letter for in-school field trips, you are welcome to use the
one included in this package. It has been provided for your convenience!

O 3 volunteers are required and they should arrive at least 15 minutes prior to the beginning of the field trip.

O Please photocopy the student worksheet found at the end of this teacher package (1 per student).

Day of the field trip:

O Please organize your classroom in the following way:

o 4 different stations will be set up in the classroom — one for each activity.

o Desks arranged so that each student has a seat when at each station

o Overhead projector available in the classroom
[0 Divide your class into four groups. They should be in these groups at the beginning of the field trip. If you
have already decided how the students will be divided up, it will ensure a smooth transition.
Please provide each student with a name tag and pencil.
The Teacher’s Pet representative will arrive approximately 20-30 minutes prior to the scheduled field trip
to set up stations and talk to parent volunteers.

[0 Students will rotate through stations.
O The Teacher’s Pet representative does not replace the classroom teacher. It is beneficial for the classroom

teacher to roam freely to provide positive reinforcement and troubleshoot. This is a great opportunity to

monitor and assess your students’ learning!

LEARNER OUTCOMES

The following Learner Outcomes are explored to varying degrees within the 2 hour Grade 4 In-School Field Trip, Light
and Shadows.

General Outcome

Students will:
4-9: |dentify sources of light, describe the interaction of light with different
materials, and infer the pathway of a light beam.

Specific Learner Expectations
Students will:

1. Recognize that eyes can be damaged by bright lights and that one should not look at the sun-either
directly or with binoculars or telescopes.

2. ldentify a wide variety of sources of light, including the sun, various forms of electric, flames, and
materials that low (luminescent materials).

3. Distinguish between objects that emit their own light from those that require an external source
of light in order to be seen.

4. Demonstrate that light travels outward from a source and continues unless blocked by an opaque
material.

5. Recognize that opaque materials cast shadows, and predict changes in the size and location of
shadows resulting from the movement of a light source or fromthe movement of a shade-casting

object.

6. Distinguish transparent materials from opaque materials by determining if light passes through them
and by examining their shadows.

7. Classify materials as transparent, partly transparent (translucent), or opaque.

8. Recognize that light can be reflected and that shiny surfaces, such as polished metals and mirrors,
are good reflectors.

9. Recognize that light can be bent (refracted) and that such objects as aquaria, prisms, and lenses can
be used to show that light beams can be bent.

10. Recognize that light can be broken into colors and that different colors of light can be combined to
form a new color.

11. Demonstrate the ability to use a variety of optical devices, describe how they are used, and describe
their general structure.
